3. Take Order.  Scouts use the full color order form and collect orders from family, 

friends, neighbors and at parent's workplace. 

4. On-Line. Scouts create a profile at Trails-end.com and send emails to family and 

friends across the country. Orders are shipped directly from Trail's End to the 

customer.
